The Committee are pleased to report that the manage-
ment.and general supervision of the Institution have worked
smoothly and satisfactorily during the year.

L—THE ASYLUML

The daily -average number of inmates for the vear
was 337°13, being 7.68 less than that of the previous year.
The -number of inmates in the Asylum on the 30th June,
1901, was-242 males and 82 fiemales; total, 324, being a
decrease as compared with the former year of 14 males and
6 females, as follows:—

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II—LYING-IN HCSPITAL.

The number admitted during year was 33, and 9 adults
and6 inf:ints remaining from the previous yvear; total, 64
adults and ¢ infants. 48 children werz born, viz, 21 males
and 27 females (also 2 still-born) ; 55 adults and 50 infants
were discharged; 1 adult and 2 infants died, leaving in the
Hospital 8 adults and 2 infants on the 80th June, 1901. 'Lhe
average period spent there was 34'73 days.

1IL.—OUT-DOOR RELIEF.

The amount expended on outdoor relief during the year
was £2255 1s 2d, shewing an increase of £30 13 8d as com-
pared with the previous year. The average number of recipients
per week for the year ending 30th June, 1001, was 46104
adults, 129'84 children ; total, 390 88; and for the previous
year, 404 adults and 135 children ; total, 629 ; being a decrease
of 32:96 adults and 5-16 children. The average cost per head
per annum for each adult and child was £3 155164, and per week
1s 5id, as against £3 10s 1}d and 1s dlrespectively for the pre-
vious year. The total number of persons receiving relief, both
in- door and outdoor, on the 30th June, 1901, was 804. In

The revenue on the whole has been well maintalned, but
it will be noted that the Church collections are small this,
year in consequence of the Charity Sunday Collections having,
been deferved from time to time.  There has been no Chuarity
Sunday Collections during the past twelve months.

As President during the past year I have frequently.
sumnioned the special service of Dr. Mitchell, who has at all.
tines kindly and promptly responded. Dr. Mitchell’s resi-
dence being within a short distance of the Asylum, he has
had the lion’s share of honorary professional duties thrust
upon him, and he has also attended daily at the Asylum dur2
ing the absence of Dr. Holthouse through illness, which cails
for special recognition, and we cordially thank him.
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As the old medical instruments at the Asylum were con-
demned by the medieal staff as out of date, a new complete
set, with all the known modern improvewents, has been ob-
tained to the satisfaction of the Doctor.

The Chinese question is one that has greatly taxed the
resources of the Committee, the:e being such a great number
teceiving out-duor relief as ecompared with the small sum con-
tributed by the Chinese of the district. The Committee
thought that out of the number of 161 on the books, that if
a muster was held at the Asylum a number might be struck
off. A muster took place in the month of June, and an in-
spection was made, and all were considered descrving cases,
and therefore had to continue their relief. The Chinese are
a great burden on the Institution, and ae likely to remain so
for some time w0 come The cost of providing for these poor
creatures is £700 a vear, and the private contributions rve-
cceived from the Chinese is only £14 to £15 a vear. The
difficulty in this matter is conspicuous in the fact that a great
many of the wkite population actually refuse to subscribe to
maintain so many Chinese. We camnot see a cure for it un-
less the better class of Chinese are compelled to subscribe
anore libarally towards keeping their poor.

The warniest thanks of the Committee are tendered to
the llon. Medical Officers, Drs. Mitchell, Jordan, and
Richards; Hon. Qculist, Dr. Guthiel; and Hon, Solicitor,
Mr. Pinkerton.

I would like especially to thank the Resident Surgeon
for his assiduous cire and attention to the inmates generally,
and to the aged and infirm in the sick wards in particular,
who constantly express their gratitude for his ministrations.

T'am pleased to be able to bear testimony to the very
efficient manner in which Nurse Freestone discharges the ar-
-duous duties in her department of our Institution; combining
strong motherly regard and care with a proficient knowledge
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of those duties which is recognised and endorsed by the whole-
of our medical staff.

Your Committee record its best thanks to the Clergymen:
of the different denominations who have contributed to the
spiritual wants of the inmates, and also to the ladies who
visit and offer comifort in kind greatly to the satisfaction and
enjoyment of the poor old people.

the good work done,

Although the Carnival held on Boxing and other days
turned out a failure financially, the promoters who labored
assiduously for many weeks did their utmost in the hope of
being rewarded by a substantial sum o hand over to the
Charities, are accorded the very best thanks of the Committee.

As my term of office as President of the Asylum termi-
nates this ;nonth, I desire to place on record the unanimous
support and the cordial and consistent cowrtesy extended to
me during the whole of that term by every member of the

Committee.
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Having the honor to preside over such meetings for the
past twelve months has been a real pleasure w me, and my
‘task has been rendered all the easier because of the very ap-
parent desire of every member of the Committee to work
always for the real welfare of the Institution, which, owing
‘to its far reachiug character, requires much discriminution
and a constant attention to detail. The time we have spent
in working thus together has been amply rewarded when we
think of the many real cases of distress that have been alle-

viated during the past twelve months throngh the workings
-of the Asylum.

In saying this, I must not overlook the valuable and in-
-dispensable assistance rendered by the Master and Matron of
the House, Mr. and Mrs, Atkinson, Their first thought has

‘always been, not for themselves, but for the comfort and good
of the inmates.

The clerical staff has also ghown a commendable alert-

mness whenever any information bearing on the Institution has
been required.

Considering all the special appeals that have been made
to Ballarat residents lately, the finances are in a fairly satis-
Hactory condition, but, unfortunately owing to the introduction
by the Government of the Old Age Pension system, many who
have hitherto subseribed to our funds now hesitat 2 to do s0, and
‘this matter must very shortly occupy the earnest attention of

‘the Committee to retain our resources abreast of the expendi-
iture.
